 Mare management session - watching an ultrasound and seeing new foals  
 Stallion Management - including semen collection and processing 

 Training the horse in hand - demonstrations with different young horses 

 Evaluating gaits - demonstrations with live horses 

 Development of the foal 
 Training the young horse - 3-yr-old to FEI level
